Conservation of Tigers: The biggest 

threats to tigers include poaching, 

loss of habitat, and lack of pray due to 

over hunting.  Today, Tigers only sur-

vive in scattered populations across 

Eastern Europe including Russia, 

China, and Sumatra, and from Viet-

nam to India.  In most areas, tigers 

are protected, although they are still 

killed illegally for their skin and use 

in traditional Chinese medicine.  

There are various projects to monitor 

their population, and identify the 

needed conservation methods.  In 

some areas, anti-poaching task forces 

have been set up.  There is also an 

international campaign to educate the 

users of traditional Chinese medicines  

The tiger 

is one of 

the larg-

est mem-

bers of 

the cat 

family.  

There are 

8 subspe-

cies of Tigers, but unfortunately 3 

have become extinct since the 1950s.  

Tigers used to live as far west as Tur-

key, but now live in a much smaller 

area.  Their habitat varies, but they 

tend to live in areas with dense cover, 

access to water, and large prey.  Ti-

gers primarily hunt at night, eating 

mostly deer and wild pigs, but some-

times they eat small prey including 

monkeys, birds, and fish.   They have 

been known to attack young ele-

phants and rhinos.  Tigers are soli-

tary, but not anti-social.  Occasionally 

a male can be seen feeding with a 

female and cubs.  Sometimes they 

about the role they play in the tiger’s 

declining population. 

How you can help:  Organizations like 

the World Wildlife Fund work to pro-

tect tigers.  Through the organization 

you can donate to “adopt” a tiger.  

There are also animal sanctuaries all 

over the United States that care for 

rescued tigers.
